Every home is a deeded property and residents of
Sun City sign a Facilities Agreement, which is a
legal agreement between the Lot Owner and the
Recreation Centers of Sun City (RCSC) — a
nonprofit organization governed by a volunteer
Board of Directors elected by the RCSC
membership. This agreement requires RCSC to
provide and maintain recreational facilities for the
Lot Owners’ use.

RCSC operates Seven recreation centers within
the borders of Sun City, each with unique

amenities, and together they constitute the
largest concentration of recreational
facilities in the United States.

Our open-air amphitheatre (The Sun Bowl) situated
on ~9.1 acres plays host to numerous concerts,
performances and other events throughout the
year.

Sun City encompasses 11 golf courses (eight
available to Sun City residents and their guests,
plus three private country clubs).

RCSC members and guests share access to 2
bowling centers, 5 mini golf ranges, boating,
